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Aerospace Engineering (AE) is the third PLTW course after Principles of Engineering. Students must have passed POE to take this course.
I am very excited to be here teaching this class and I think you all will have a fun time in this class. This class will introduce you to a variety of different aeronautical principles, not just flight. We go over the basic principles of flight and all the parts of the plane as well as flight out of the Earth’s orbit. This includes principles of orbits, satellites and rockets. After taking this class you will know if Aerospace Engineering is a field that would interest you at the college level. 

In April 2010 we became a certified PLTW school. This is a very prestigious accomplishment which al-lows students to apply for college credit for passing PLTW courses with a B and scoring an 85 or greater on the Final Exam. To achieve certification we had to form a partnership team com-posed of teachers, parents, business leaders, university personnel and students.
